Assembly Instructions for the Cable Connection

1. Loosen mounting screw and remove connector plug.
2. Push the contact insert out of the connector housing.

3. Loosen cable gland, slip on the cable through the connector housing,
and connect the wires to the contact insert.

4. Push the contact insert back into the connector housing in the requi-
red position, tighten the cable gland for strain relief and to seal the
cable.

5. Push the connector plug onto the contacts of the oil lever indicator and
then secure it with the mounting screw.
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
